Dental Hygienist — Must complete hygiene curriculum plus appropriate experience, totaling 4
years.

Clinical Dental Hygienists — 4 year course of study leading to a bachelor’s degree in dental
hygiene or in a directly related field of study

Community Health Dental Hygienist — 4-year course of study leading to a bachelor’s degree,
which included or was supplemented by a curriculum in dental hygiene.

Licenses or Certificates Be certified as radiographers in their field. Licensure requirements
vary depending on if hired before or after 1/13/1986. (Refer to OPM qualifications standards.)
Must be licensed in a U.S. State, territory or Washington, D.C.
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
