COLLECT 
Blood is collected and processed at supporting 
installations and ASBP blood donor centers. 

PROCESS 
All of the ASBP blood donor centers send blood 
collected at their sites to one of two Armed Services 
Whole Blood Processing Laboratories, or ASWBPLs. 
Here blood is given additional testing, packaged per 
type of product and set for shipping 

STORE 
The ASBP has over 10 different types of blood products 
it makes available to different areas around the world, 
depending on need and storage capabilities. We ensure 
each of these products are stored correctly and safely; 
ready when needed and sent for shipping. 

TRANSPORT 
The ASWBPLs then send blood into theater either by 
pre-positioning frozen blood at Blood Product Depots or 
by sending blood and blood components to 
Expeditionary Blood Transshipment Systems, which then 
forward the blood products to Blood Supply Units. 

DISTRIBUTE 
The Blood Supply Units receive blood products and 
distribute according where the mission requires as well 
as in emergency situations. Due to innovation and major 
research initiatives, blood products continue to be 
pushed farther forward to the point of injury. 
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
